MODEL #2650 Aroma Infusor system 
Safety and Precautions


lt is important that you understand and observe the safe use of oxygen and any associated devices.

Consult your physician before using this device or any other method of oxygen therapy. Do not use this device if you have any respiratory conditions including asthma, bronchitis, or pneumonia without the direct and prescribed supervision of your doctor.  


Oxygen is a non-flammable gas but it dramatically increases the rate of something already burning. No smoking or other source of ignition should be near any oxygen source.

 
Oil and oxygen are a volatile combination. It is critical that only oxygen safe aromas be used with this infusor. Do not use essential oils in combination with Oxygen!


Care should be taken to insure that the internal components of the infusor do not get wet. If liquid is spilled on the infusor unplug it immediately. 

Assembly and Setup
The Model 2650 aroma infusor comes completely assembled. 


Connection to an oxygen source, installation of 4 aroma bottles and plug in to a standard 120 VAC receptacle is all that is required.

1. On the bottom side of the infusor is a 1/8” Hose barb (1) protruding near the center. Using a length of the 1/8” clear vinyl tubing provided, push the hose over the barb and connect the other end to the oxygen source. No clamp is required. 

2. Select 4 aroma bottles to install in the infusor. Install the bottles form the back. First slide the pickup tube (4) into the bottle then tilt the bottle forward and insert the mouth of the bottle into the threaded recess in the upper manifold. Complete the install by threading upward until snug. Repeat these steps to install the other 3 aroma bottles.

3. There is a female plug on the black plate of the infusor.  Plug the male receptacle into the infusor and the power supply into any 110/120-wall receptacle.  If you are installing the infusor on a bar, the power supply will have four (4) male receptacles coming out of it to be plugged into the four (4) infusors shipped with the bar.  The power supply is powered by a computer style power cord, (included) to be plugged in the power strip inside the bar.

4. On the front of the infusor is a hose barb that you attach a 2-foot piece of clear tubing to.  The nose hose plugs directly into the clear tubing.

Operation
1. Turn on the power switch. The backlit acrylics will come on.

2. Turn on the oxygen source.
3. Push the green triangle to set the time for the session.  There will be an approximate delay of 3 seconds before the unit automatically starts.

4. Rotate 1 or more of the selector valves on the front panel to the vertical position to begin oxygen delivery. The aroma associated with each valve will bubble as the oxygen passes through the pickup tube. It takes a few seconds after selecting a different aroma to detect the change.

5. Connect an “oxerator” or other inhalation device into the clear tubing described in “Assembly and Set-up #4. Inhale naturally of the oxygen-aroma mixture. The timer will automatically stop the oxygen flow when the time is up.

6. Do not rotate the selector valves downward this will damage the internal valve seat.

7. Turning the power switch to off will stop all operation of unit.  

8. The red button is the Reset/Stop button.  

9. By depressing the green and red button together and holding for 2 seconds, the total time of use for that unit will be displayed.

Oxerator
Place the “Oxerator” outlets just beneath the nostrils and then loop the hose over your ears to hold it in place.


Inhale normally. To reduce drying the nasal lining it is best to inhale through your nose and exhale out through your mouth. 


Do not put the outlets of the “oxerator” up into your nasal passages and never use the oxerator with flow rates higher than 10 Liters per minute or more than 10 psi.

Maintenance
The aroma infusor should be kept clean and sanitary at all times. Clean with a general-purpose disinfectant. 

Replace the aromas at intervals recommended by the manufacturer.

Do not leave the aromas in the infusor when it is not in use.

Daily, clean or replace the outlet hose. Prohibit users from contaminating the outlet by breathing directly from it or touching the end.
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
